INSTRUCTIONS:
TAP Acrylic Cement is an all-purpose, fast-setting solvent-type ce-
ment compounded especially for use on clear and colored acrylic 
sheets. It is generally used for edge gluing. It softens the surface 
of the plastic, literally welding the two surfaces together. For best 
results apply with a TAP Hypo-Applicator. Also bonds styrene, butyr-
ate, PETG and polycarbonate to themselves.

Other ways to apply Acrylic Cement are by the Capillary Method, or 
the Soak Method (explained in TAP Product Bulletin 2). TAP Prod-
uct Bulletin 2 (it’s free) is available at all TAP locations or it can be 
downloaded from our web site: tapplastics.com.
